She is a Samling Scholar and one of Malcolm Martineau’s Crear Scholars, and also attended the Lake Placid Institute International Vocal Seminar, working with Phyllis Bryn-Julson, Susan Webb, Ian Partridge, Patricia Macmahon and Jennifer Lane. Last year Shuna made a short film for STV entitled ‘Happy Mondays’. Shuna is the winner of the inaugural BBC Radio 2 Kiri Prize, a nationwide search for an Opera Star of the Future, which involved several appearances with the BBC Concert Orchestra and culminated in a live performance at Proms in the Park 2010 with Dame Kiri Te Kanawa and Jose Carerras.
